2. FINISHING: Spread a liberal coat of finish evenly across the floor with a clean mop or applicator. Allow each coat to dry at least 30 minutes before
applying the next coat. 3 - 4 coats are required initially, depending on the condition of the floor and gloss desired.

3. MAINTENANCE: The floor may be maintained using a CORR floor cleaner and damp mopping regularly. Spray buffing or mop-on restoring may also

be done after sweeping up loose dirt and dust. Follow directions for each product accordingly.
